LESSON SCENARIO

FORM XI

2002-2003

Work with the European Language Portfolio: Language Biography (Speaking Production and Interaction).

STUDENTS’ EXPERIENCE: Students are familiar with the LP, its objectives, structure and levels; started working with the LP in the X form.

OBJECTIVES:

1. Development of speaking production and interaction skills.

2. Development of the students’abilities of self-assessment and setting objectives in language learning.

3. Familiarising the students with the final testing requirements and helping their psychological adaptation to the examination.

COURSE OF THE LESSON:

I Warm-up. Talk about the examination. 

Teacher: I am sure you are well aware of the fact that you are to take your final exam in English this year. It is going to be very much alike the one you took in the 9th  form. What do you know about the format and the procedure of the test?

Students: It consists of 5 papers and is done throughout the whole school year.

The papers are Listening, Reading, use of English, Writing and Speaking.

T.: Let’s discuss Speaking. What is special about this paper?

St.: It has to be taken in pairs.

The time is limited. The exam includes 2 parts: speaking on the pictures and commenting on your partner’s speech, a dialogue on the situation.

The exam is to check the skills of unprepared  oral speech.

T.: There’s one more stage of the oral exam: alk with the interlocutor, or the examiner, who is supposed not to be teaching in your class. This part is not assessed. Its aim is to help you relax and feel at ease.

II Work with the LP.

T.: I guess it may be helpful to define the skills that you will need and what you should focus your attention on during the school year. The LP can be of great use for us. Which part of the LP describes the skills to be developed?

St.: The Language Passport. The Language Biography.

T.: Which could be of interest to us now?

St.: The Languge Biography, because it provides a more detailed description of speech skills.

T.: And which levels of he LB should we work with?

St.: B1, B2. C1.

T.: Look through these levels and decide on the rubrics you will need to define the skills necessary at the final testing.

St.: Speaking Interaction, Speaking production, Communication Strategies, Speaking Quality.

T.: And now I suggest you work in pairs. Which level would you like to analyse? Which skills are essential to pass the Speaking Test?

St.: Threshold. SPEAKING INTERACTION: I can start, maintain and close a simple conversation on familiar topics using the appropriate behaviour and language patterns. I can sometimes take initiatives (e.g. to turn to a new topic).

I can enter unprepared in discussions on familiar topics and explain the main points.

I can exchange information and personal opinions.

SPEAKING PRODUCTION: I can speak about my plans, aims and expectations. 

I can give a simple presetation on familiar topics.

COMMUNICATION STRATEGIES: I can ask for repetition or clarification.

I can use one word instead of another which is unknown to me.

SPEAKING QUALITY: I can express myself clearly and without much difficulty.

My vocabulary is sufficient to communicate on most everyday topics.

I can use grammatically correct language to express myself in the most typical and familiar situations.

Vantage. SPEAKING INTERACTION: I can successfully start, maintain and close a conversation, communicating with the necessary degree of fluency.

T.:  This seems very much alike one of the decriptors in the Threshold (p.30) What is the principal difference between them?

St.: The idea of fluency.

T.: That’s right. And I’d like to remind you that Fluency is one of the assessment criteria at the exam. Let’s go on with the Vantage Speaking Interaction.

St.: I can take an active part in informal discussions on familiar topics, commenting, expressing my point of view clearly. 

I can account for and sustain my opinion in discussions by providing relevant explanations, arguments and comments.

T.: Let’s compare it with a correponding skill of the Threshold Level (p.30) What is the complexity of the Vantage?

St.: Not only to explain the main points, but express oneself in full and provide arguments.

SPEAKING PRODUCTION:

I can give a number of well-structured reasoned arguments.

I can explain my viewpoint on a topical issue giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options.

COMMUNICATION STRATEGIES: I can monitor my speech for slips and errors.

SPEAKING QUALITY: I can communicate without noticeable mistakes.

Effectiveness. SPEAKING INTERACTION: I can speak fluently and accurately on a wide range of subjects related to my social and learning activities.

T.: Can you trace the development of the skill on this level?

St.: Accuracy of speech and a wider range of topics .

SPEAKING QUALITY:I can express myself fluently and spontaneously. 

My vocabulary is sufficient to avoid lengthy pauses.

T.: So we’ve chosen quite a number of the descriptors on different levels by means of which you will be abe to characterise the progress you have made and realise your goals for the current school year. Which skills would you assess as the most difficult for you?

St.: To speak spontaneously. To speak fluently. To provide arguments. To give well-structured arguments. To present advantages and disadvantagesof a viewpoint. To monitor my own speech...

T.: I see. Interestingly enough, most of them can as well cause confusion  in our native language.

Your homework is to express your personal attitude to the exam requirements: what you have to demonstrate, what you find easy and what your prime goals could be. Let it be a story of about 15 sentences. Use the LP  and mark your goals in the LP.
